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AIR #2: Free Choice (4 week project)

You will need a single subject notebook for this assignment (spiral or composition).

* Each week, you are required to read at least (3) evenings for a minimum of 20 minutes per session.  You may choose the evenings you do this; however, you must bring your book, notebook, and completed log to class each Monday.    (I may give you time to work in your log or book, so you should bring them every day!)
*  Completing the MINIMUM = a C. For a B or A, you must do more than the minimum reading/responses.
* For each evening of reading, create the below template on a clean page of your notebook.  Then after you have read for 20 minutes (minimum), complete the log.  This will require (1/2) hour of focused time.  When you finish your book, you will complete an end-of-book response.
Examining the Requirements of the Reading Log
Heading:
You must identify the title and author each night you read.  If you decide to change your book or you finish the first and go on to a new one, I need to know which book you are reading.

Vocabulary:
You will be responsible for finding a minimum of (1) unfamiliar word in your reading in each session.  If you are unable to find an unfamiliar word, you are reading at a Lexile lower than your reading level and you will be expected to find a more challenging book.

Summary: You are to summarize your reading in no more and no fewer than (4) sentences.

Extension: For each reading session, you must answer at least one of the following questions.


CCSS RL.3:

1. Provide an example of characterization from your reading today.  Describe the characterization using evidence from the story and then tell what trait can be determined based on this.
2. Locate an example of direct characterization.  Provide the example, tell who is being described, and what you learned based on this example.
3. Provide an example of indirect characterization.  Which character is described and what do you learn about the character based on this example?
4. Identify something that the main or minor character said or did.  Then, determine why they did it. What was their character motivation? How did this affect the story?
5. Distinguish between the antagonist and the protagonist in your novel. What conflict has the antagonist created and how is the protagonist trying to solve the conflict?
6. Compare the main antagonist and protagonist.
7. How is your main character changing throughout the course of the story? What details from the text can you use to support your answer?
8. Describe a dynamic character in the novel you are reading.  What makes the character dynamic and what has or is causing the change in the character?  How did the dynamic character change as the plot moved towards a resolution?
9. Provide an example of a static character in the novel you are reading.  Why is this character static?  How does that affect the plot?
10. How did the main character or a minor character respond to a conflict that they were faced with in your reading today?  How did his or her response contribute to the resolution? Give details to support your answer.
11. Explain the relationship(s) between characters in your novel.  How are the relationships affecting the plot?

1. Select a good word choice word while you are reading.  Write down the word. Then, write about the way the author’s use of this word changed the tone, helped create imagery, or helped in your understanding of the character or the setting.
1. Give an example of a word that the author specifically selected and why you believe the author selected this word.  How did the word impact the text?
2. Find an example of figurative language.  Write the example down and then tell what type of figurative language it is and how you know. Then explain how that device was used and how it added to the impact of that reading passage.
3. Write down a great example of imagery from the novel you are reading. What sense did the writing appeal to?  How did the author’s use of imagery help you understand the text?

1. Find an important piece of dialogue between two characters.  What information is revealed in this dialogue? What do we learn about the characters through this dialogue?
2. What was learned in the flashback that you read about today? Why is that important to the story?
3. Describe what was foreshadowed during your reading today and why that was significant to the story.  What do you think the final outcome will be due to what was foreshadowed?
4.  Describe irony in your novel. Why is it irony?  How is it important to the text?
5. Describe an example of suspense in your novel. Why was it suspenseful?  How is it important to the text?
6. How did the author create suspense in the story you are reading? What other elements helped to create suspense?
7. Share an example of symbolism from your novel.  What does the symbol represent and how it is important to the story?
8. Explain the  a u th or ’ s p urp ose for including a particular scene from your reading today.  How does this scene contribute to the overall meaning of the story?
