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The Terrible Things discussion groups

Disney Groups (of 4)

a. Reader/Leader: the person who will read all directions and notes and determine if the question/ task has been completed satisfactorily enough to move on.  Responsible that everyone understands the assignment/ question

b. Participation Recorder: keeps track of who participates & Facilitator: ensures everyone participates and provides textual evidence (should also watch time)

c. Checker: Someone who double-checks facts, citations, etc. to ensure proper words and pages

d. Summarizer: before team moves on to the next question, s/he will summarize the main point(s) raised to ensure everyone understands what was discussed.

*This may be more difficult than it appears as you are listening to and not reading the story.
