The presentation!

The presentation of your virus is worth 30 points of your grade.

The criteria are:
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Verbal Presentation


 22-30 Pts:


Articulate & fluid


Shows pre-thought and practice


Stays in time frame


Maintains professional & proper demeanor


Dresses professionally (or as a scientist)


Clearly states objectives with strong defense of medium and project selection


No notecards


No verbal tics (“like” “um”, etc)


15-21 Pts:


Well-spoken


Evidence of pre-thought & practice


Stays in time frame


Maintains appropriate demeanor


Dresses neatly.


Clearly states objectives with a logical defense of medium & project selection


Uses notecards minimally; maintains eye contact with audience most of the time.


Few verbal tics


0-14 Pts:


Verbal presentation demonstrates lack of any pre-planning or practice


Several verbal tics


Hard to hear


Did not dress appropriately for a presentation.


Students who read off of note cards (or PowerPoint)  will default to this level.


Giddy or inappropriate demeanor at times


Does not use eye contact with audience at all.


No credit ( 0 points) will be given if student refuses to give presentation or is unintelligible, impossible to hear, lapses into silliness or inappropriate behavior /tone, or if student’s speech is replete with verbal tics or speaking errors.  

















Important Tips:


You are giving a statement to the press about your virus.


Presentations may not exceed 5 minutes (even if you have a partner); that time does not include question / answer if necessary.


You need to practice your presentation before class.  The first time you “perform” should not be in front of the class.  


I will give you a timer when you begin; we will synchronize our timers when you start (


You may use props or visuals to support your presentation; you should dress nicely; think of yourself as a scientist or administrator giving a press-release.


Remember that you are teaching the class about your virus.  If you are too silly or your presentation is too distracting because of your behavior, your grade will be penalized.


Your class participation grade will suffer if you are not good listeners for your classmates’ presentations.
