The first word in the alphabetical list below should be what is cited in your research paper (and on your annotated outline).  This means, if I see that you cited (“About OCD”) after a quote in paragraph 2, it should match “About OCD” listed above.  


Cite first by author’s name (if it exists or is available); if not, then use the title of the article (NOT the title of the website).
